8. Select Solo Edition.  

NB. Solo for single practitioners and Network for practices with 2 or more practitioners.  

Also select which module type you wish to install from the drop down list (Dietitian, Diabetes Educator, etc).  Click

9. Choose the location to install myPractice, by default this will be C:\Program Files\myPractice. Click Next

11. myPractice will now begin installing on your computer.  You will need to be connected to the internet during this 

time to complete the installation.  Click Next when finished.

successfully completed the installation of myPractice click Finish.

Installing myPractice Network Server 

NB.  Install the Network Server on only ONE computer within your Practice, this should be the Main computer in 

your office.
